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Abstract

"Mothernomics in Thailand" is a study of the challenges and obstacles faced in
motherhood, particularly under the strain of economic expenses related to self-care, family, and
child-rearing. It examines the lost opportunities for mothers, such as some having to leave their
jobs due to childbirth. The study advocates for improved maternal welfare, including extending
maternity leave to 180 days for both parents, tax reductions for businesses that support
motherhood through amenities like breastfeeding areas or job modifications, and provisions for
childbirth costs for both formal and informal workers. It also addresses the rights of children to
receive universal grants, the availability of safe, quality, and flexible childcare centers to enable

mothers to work while raising their children effectively.
The study's findings revealed that:

1. Monetary Cost: The financial cost of raising a child, including expenses for food, milk,
education, and others, is significant. For children aged 0-6 years during 2019-2022, the cost of
quality upbringing per child is estimated at 1.2 million baht, with around 4.3 million children in
Thailand. The total expected expenditure in 2022 is approximately 5.2 trillion baht.

2. Opportunity Cost: The average income of employees in the service sector is about
16,520 baht per month or 198,240 baht per year. Women make up a total of 17.63 million in the
workforce, distributed across agriculture (5.2 million), services and others (9.5 million), and
manufacturing (2.9 million). Women head 38.9% of households, amounting to 6.85 million of the
total female workforce in 2021. This indicates a risk for mothers or women in terms of reduced
wages, income oss, and job termination during economic crises, such as the COVID-19 pandemic
or international conflicts.

3. Non-Monetary Cost: The value of domestic work performed by women or mothers is
significant, amounting to 26% of the Gross Domestic Product (GDP). In 2023, the GDP is estimated

to be around 18.4 trillion baht, with the value of women's domestic work accounting for



approximately 4.8 trillion baht. This value is not included in the national income accounts or GDP

calculations.

Recommendation

1. Government Initiatives: The government should create an environment and allocate a
budget for the development of mothers and children, promoting family-friendly welfare and labor
market policies in Thailand. This includes: 1) Extending paid maternity leave to 180 days, 2)
Promoting paternity leave, extending it beyond the current 15 days to support postnatal care, 3)
Introducing and expanding parental leave in both the public sector and private enterprises, 4)
Establishing high-quality and accessible childcare centers in all areas, accepting children from six
months old, with flexible opening and closing times, and 5) Implementing flexible regulations and
providing additional funding to private childcare centers in communities, making them affordable
for parents.

2. Incentives for Private Sector Participation: Motivating the private sector to participate in
policy implementation by 1) offering tax reductions for companies that adopt family-friendly
policies, like creating breastfeeding rooms, extending maternity and paternity leave, and 2)
providing tax incentives for donations supporting early childhood education or development
centers, to alleviate the financial burden on workers and make the labor market more conducive
for those wanting to start families, potentially boosting the country's income through increased
workforce participation.

3. Community Involvement: Enhancing the role of local communities in management by
establishing community-level family development centers to provide advice and care for

individuals at all stages of life.
